Measures supporting integration, social or
cultural activities, education/training for
adults or children, sports events or
neighborhood improvements. A maximum of
3,000€ can be awarded per project. The main
purpose of the project must be to promote
community spirit and the applicant is
responsible for the project’s implementation.
The “Quartiers Jury”, made up of residents
from both districts, decides whether the
project is to be funded.
